The expected return of Nathan Lyon and Pat Cummins will greatly improve Australia's 
starting lineup. Cummins adds leadership, pace, and control—qualities essential in a 
day-night Test—and missed the previous game because of workload management. His 
capacity to lead the bowling unit and attack early might be crucial. 
 
The return of Nathan Lyon is equally important. One of Australia's most dependable players 
in Ashes matches has been the seasoned off-spinner. Alongside the fast bowlers, his 
expertise brings balance to the attack, especially when it comes to taking advantage of 
marks and providing pressure throughout extended periods.​
